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IFCS World Cup 2010
Dear Competitor
Thank you for expressing your interest in the trials for the UKA team representing Great Britain at the 2010 IFCS World Agility Championships. This document has been designed to explain the qualification process, details of how the scoring system will work and has the relevant forms attached so you’re ready to start the trials.
Based on the success in the last two World Cups, and from feedback we’ve received from past competitors, only minor changes to the selection process have been made.  We believe this process incorporates many of the skills required to compete at international level and in particular the IFCS event. It is also rigorous enough to ensure the best possible dogs and handlers represent GB.

At this stage the venue and date for the 2010 world cup has not been confirmed and we will obviously announce this as soon as we hear.  Please make sure though your dogs have received the required treatment in time to travel abroad and back from the start of April 2010. 
As ever we aim to progress from the 2008 world cup and hope to replicate and if possible improve on the results achived in Belgium.  We hope that the 2010 IFCS World Championship event will be the best to date and we’re pleased to have your interest in the trials to be part of the GB Team.

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introduction to ifcs world cup 2010

There are some points to consider before applying for the trials:

1. Dogs must be eligible to compete in UK Agility Championship classes before 01 July 2009;
2. Dogs and handlers must be registered with UKA on 01 July 2009;
3. You must be prepared to abide by the UKA rules associated with this event.
4. Your dog must comply with all the travel requirements to travel into GB by 1st April 2010

If you’re happy with that read on . . . . . 

This year’s selection process is split into three qualifying sections:
Section 1 - Your UKA show results through 2009;

Section 2 - Your performance in the 2009 UKA Nationals and Grand Prix events;

Section 3 - Your games skills (Snooker and Gamblers).

Good performance in each section will score you points. The availability of points will depend on the number of people trying out. 
When the final results from the three sections are received, UKA will announce the two dogs / handlers from each height with the highest points who have qualified to represent Great Britain at the IFCS World Cup.  The GB organising team may decide to select an additional 3rd dog from each height.

section 1 - show results
The objective of this section is for dogs and handlers to demonstrate consistent results over nine months of competition.

Competitors will be required to submit times from their best five Champion Agility and best five Champion Jumping runs from any UKA show between the dates of January 1st 2009 – October 5th 2009.  These must be submitted by 12th October 2009 on the official form (IFCS 2A).  
Included in these 10 runs you must have 2 days where an agility run and a jumping run occurred on the same day.  All ten runs submitted must have been clear rounds with the same dog / handler combination.
All UKA courses are measured, it is therefore possible to calculate the dogs speed around courses in metres per second (MPS).  The average MPS for each dog will be calculated by UKA and these scores placed. Agility and jumping results will be placed separately.

It is in the competitor’s best interest to submit results of their fastest MPS (from clear rounds) and not necessarily from wins.  This puts all competitors on an equal footing regardless of where in the country they are from or what shows they submit their results from.
Points will be awarded per number of dogs submitted for consideration.  For example, if 25 dogs are entered the winner will gain 25 points with last place gaining 1 point.  In this example, if a dog has the fastest MPS in both the agility and jumping parts of section 1 they will gain 50 points.
See FAQ’s on how to calculate your dogs MPS.  It is much easier than you think.

section 2 - national final and uka grand prix final
The objective of this section is to demonstrate dog and handlers ability to run under pressure in high profile events.

There are two parts to this section.

Section 2.1

To gain points in this section dogs must qualify and run in Round 1 of the National Finals at the UK Agility Week show (27th July – 2nd August 2009). To qualify for round 1 the dog/handler partnership must gain a clear round in a agility class, excluding casual and nursery, at any UKA show between September 1st 2008 & July 28th 2009.  From the result of the event, dogs who have been submitted for consideration for the team will be placed against each other. 

Points from Round 1 will be calculated as in section 1. Dogs who qualify for Round 2 will then have their points multiplied by 1.5.  Dogs qualifying for the National Final will have their accumulated points doubled.

E.g. maximum points that could be gained (if 25 dogs entered and the winner is in the final round) are 50 points.
Your results from the National Finals will automatically be recorded once you submit form IFCS 1a.  You will then receive official confirmation from UKA and details of the number of dogs in the trials. 
Section 2.2

Additional points can be gained in this section by qualifying and running in the Royal Canin UKA Grand Prix final. 
Dogs qualifying and running in the final will be scored as in section 3. E.g. if 25 dogs are to be considered, dogs making the Grand Prix final will have 25/2 =12.5
section 3 – games skills
The objective of this section is to test the dog and handlers games skills needed at the IFCS World Cup.

This section has two parts.
Section 3.1

All dogs will run head to head in a Gamblers and Snooker qualifying class at the 2009 UK Agility Week show (28th July – 2nd August). 
The Snooker class will take place on Wednesday 29th July 2009 and the Gamblers on Sunday 2nd August 2009. These will be the champion games class at the show on these dates so please make sure you enter.
Each run will be scored separately as in Section 1; however the points will then be halved, e.g. if 25 dogs are entered, the winning dog in gamblers will gain 12.5 points (25 / 2 = 12.5).
Section 3.2

To demonstrate commitment to produce consistent results, handlers must submit two qualifying scores in Gamblers and two in Snooker gained at a UK Agility show between the dates of January 1st 2009 – October 5th 2009. Your results must be submitted on form IFCS 2a by October 12th.
general rules.

1. Only competitors competing in UKA Champion classes will be considered (All KC G7 dogs registering with UKA are immediately eligible for championship class).

2. Any dog regardless of breed may enter.
3. There will be a £10 fee to submit form IFCS1A.  ALL proceeds from entries will go into the team fund raising pot.

4. All results must come from the equivalent UKA jump height they are wishing to compete at the World Cup with all dogs competing in the IFCS jump height they are eligible for.  Please speak to Greg or Laura Derrett if you are unsure as soon as possible and a measurement check can take place.

5. There will be a separate selection processes for each height and therefore separate results.

6. Official entry forms must be submitted on time as required, late entries will be refused.

7. All results must be gained by the same dog / handler combination.

8. Handlers who submit entry form 1A are agreeing to submit form IFCS 2A by October 12th. Failure to do so may prevent them from entering future UKA team qualifications.  (This is to ensure all dogs compete against each other in all three sections.)

9. Any extraordinary circumstances to be ruled by the selection committee.  

10.  The final team will be required to attend any team training events organised by UKA. 
FAQ’s

What are IFCS jump heights?

(conversion in inches is only a close approximation)
You can jump higher than your measured jump height.
Please note the jump heights are the same as UKA but the dog measurements are different.
How many dogs?

We will be taking the top 2 dogs from each height that qualifies in their own right from the selection process. The UKA selection committee may then choose to take a 3rd dog from each height if they so decide. This will be a wildcard selection and will not necessarily be reflected in the overall qualifying results. A 3rd dog may not be taken.
Do I have to pay?

You have to pay £10 to submit form IFCS 1A.  All of this money though will go into the team fund.  UK Agility hopes to find sponsorship for the whole trip. What is not covered by sponsorship will unfortunately have to be covered by the team members or by any fund raising they do.  Participation in the fund raising will be expected by all team members.
How many runs will I get?

That will vary. There are several individual competitions with individual classes as well as classes combined. Gamblers Snooker and Power and Speed are all included as well as your normal agility and jumping classes. At this point of writing, the IFCS are still drawing up their 2010 World Cup rules.
Dogs at the 2008 world cup had a minimum of 7 runs with all team dogs running 10 times.

How do I calculate my dogs MPS?

Your MPS is calculated by dividing the course distance by your dog’s time. E.g. if your dog’s time is 30 second and the course distance is 120 metres then you divide 120 by 30 which gives your dogs MPS at 4 MPS.  Simple! The higher the number the better! E.g. 5 MPS beat 4MPS
Is there anything different I need to train?

The games are involved at the world cup so working on your gamblers and snooker skills is important. We will try to provide several examples of courses for those who qualify. With the gamblers you need to work on your distance skills as the gamble will more than likely be distance work. Handler’s ability in the games will be considered in the selection of a 3rd dog.
What am I committing to?

By submitting your forms you are agreeing to submit all relevant information. You are expected to run and hand in results for all 3 sections. Failure to do this may mean you are excluded from trying out for future UKA teams.

If you make the team you will be expected to attend all team training sessions and submit all information required by team management by deadlines set. Failure to do these may result in you forfeiting your place.
