Gamblers

So what do you need to win the World Gamblers title? Well you need a dog that can go flat out repeatedly scoring on the high point contact equipment, a great weaver and then you need to plan a route that incorporates all the high pointing equipment yet puts you in just the right place to calmly complete the gamble. Holding your nerve is absolutely essential, when that whistle blows, can you as a handler keep your cool and finish your round?
This has proven to be the money ticket when it comes to the all round result.
This course looked appropriate on paper and from an experienced gamblers competitor watching I fancied my chances. With the pressure of the worlds and maybe some good results already achieved putting you in with a chance of the ALL Round Title what may normally be hard but achievable becomes extremely challenging.
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The routes around the opening section largely followed 3 different starts. 

1. Start going straight up to the rigid tunnel  E
2. Start going to the rigid tunnel 5

3. A less used start was jump, jump, turn onto the A frame

From those lots of different combinations ensued. Just believe me!

What separates the men from the mice is the final Gamble.
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So the best handlers choose to trust their training and directional control from a distance, waiting for the dogs to take fence C giving a clear command whilst standing nearer to the D end of the tunnel. Once the dog landed they took the straight line back up to the handler who popped them into the tunnel and took it home completing their Gamblers in style. 
Some did manage to stand right on the gamble line and kind of block/flick the dogs past the wrong end of the tunnel, although most times this resulted in E or did I say E and yet E again.
