(& final part of the All Round Title)

Competitors running in this the last of the individual medals and also the final part of the combined overall World champion fall into two camps:

· This is my chance to win an individual gold medal and I am going for it.

· Those who are sitting amongst the top 6 places and are within striking distance of the combined medals.

As they all run in reverse points order some of the earlier dogs who were in it for this single event put down the best times ,earning themselves a jumping world medal. As the competition moved closer to the top the pressure of making sure a clear round was achieved, keeping you in the mix for the prestigious combined title became paramount. Inevitably some crumbled under the immense pressure whilst others rose to the challenge. As in any sport it is not just about the physical ability, skill, or team work, but also the mental challenge.

This course was much more challenging for the larger sizes with their landing points leaving little space for any error. 
The start into the rigid tunnel was mainly attempted in two ways;

A running start with handlers calling their dogs to get the turn out of the tunnel and then front crossing on fence #2
A recall pointing the dog at the tunnel whilst walking over to fence two ready to recall the dog over #2 and keeping a tight line onto fence #3. This generally produced a cleaner line and also enable to handler to view the next part of the course to keep the turn from #3 to #4 neat and tidy.
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#3 to #4 caused a few who were caught behind their dogs some problems, either jumping the wrong side or getting a wide after being commanded to go out.

The next section #5 #6 #7 ran smoothly causing little problems. 
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The parallel spread #8 into the weaves was tricky because of the weave entry to follow. Some believed that with their training the dogs were able to read the entry whilst keeping the dog on the left. Most realised that by changing sides it supported the turn needed to make to entry into the weaves. Having decided to help the entry do you front cross between #7 and #8 or cross on the spread. Crossing on the spread often caused the dogs to knock the rear pole. Changing in front often lost a little time deviating from the best line but helping the weave entry.

From here having independent weaves made it much easier for the handlers to take a good position for the push/pull through on #11 to #12. The best handlers were in front indicating the need to make a tight turn and go through the gap. 
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This lead onto the most difficult part of the course #13 #14 #15 #16, causing E after E. The small dog handlers had a definite advantage for this section being able to outrun the dogs to make the push back to #15 and prevent the dogs picking up the tunnel keeping the dog on their left. 
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However the midi and maxi dogs were not able to do this with those that tried having dogs land virtually next to the wing of #15 and missing it all together. Time and time again handlers were firstly caught to far behind after watching the dog complete #12 without any movement. Then when they relied on the verbal right turn the dogs turn right to shoot down the rigid tunnel. Having watched all the rounds it definitely seemed to favour a dog that decelerated when the handler worked #14 to #15. Those that made it onto #16 had to be very careful not to allow the dogs past the line of #17 incurring a refusal. The finishing #18 #19 #20 looks easy but some didn’t push onto #18 enough and incurred refusals.
Looking at the course plan on paper doesn’t present the same picture as the real thing. 
Personally the best runs came in the last height to run the mini section but as I already said they had the advantage running the #12 #13 #14 #15 #16 line.

An interesting course that posed many challenging questions?
